Hot:  Jazz on Fire
Hot jazz is a style of music born to excite.  It is filled with intensity, sharp syncopation and fast tempos.  Hot musicians like John Coltrane, Lee Morgan and Louis Armstrong were determined to drive themselves and their listeners into a frenzied, frantic peak of emotion.  

Drums are an important instrument in hot jazz because there is an emphasis on rhythm and tempo.  Often hot jazz is like an argument that gets louder and faster as the instruments battle with each other.

The creation of bebop in the 1940’s brought a new level of excitement to hot jazz.  Musicians like Charlie Parker, Dizzy Gillespie and Thelonious Monk created this musical language called bebop, which is characterized by fast tempos, intricate melodies and complex harmonies.  It is the ultimate in hot jazz.
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
